Yr 12 Maths Methods 2012
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The purpose of the Maths Homework Program is to help Yr 12 Maths Methods students

· understand the key maths concepts through structured lessons, computer based exercises and individual support
· keep up to date with school homework

· advance in school curriculum

· prepare better for tests, SACs and exams through effective planning and periodic topic revision

How Does It Work

Any new student will have a couple of one-on-one lessons with me before joining the Program. I identify their learning needs and the areas for improvement, and then I help the student develop a personal learning goal. The Program is run once a week. Each lesson is 1.5hrs. The number of students in each group is limited to around 3 to 4. I give structured lesson using half of each lesson time, and help the individual with their own questions using the other half. 

Student will need to bring a laptop to each lesson as we often have some online activities and use some computer graphing software.

Up to 18 exam papers to be done under exam conditions and all problems to be fixed. A more comprehensive exam study plan will be given to student later.

FAQ 
1. How much does it cost?
$55 for a weekly group lesson (1.5hrs). Payment for every five lessons needs to be made in advance, i.e.   $55 x 5 = $275.  
Any occasional one-on-one lesson is charged at $65/hr and $90 for 1.5hrs. Payment is payable at the start of each lesson.
This fee structure is effective from 01/02/2012.

Cancellation fee
Sometimes it is unavoidable for students to cancel a lesson due to various reasons, such as illness, school event, etc. 24 hours notice is needed. If it’s less than 24 hours notice, $20 cancellation fee is charged and will be deducted from the tuition fee that has already been paid.  If the notice is less than 2 hours, the whole lesson cost is deducted. However, no cancellation fee will be charged for any emergency reasons.

2. When is the lesson each week?
Tuesdays: 5:45pm-7:15pm
If this time doesn’t suit you, I’m happy to discuss with you to see if we can work out an alternative. The earlier we discuss it, the more likely I will be able to work out a mutually convenient time.

3. Who is the teacher?
The teacher is qualified and experienced. He is currently teaching in a secondary school. The teacher has tutored students from public, Catholic, selective and private schools (for example, East Doncaster Secondary, Doncaster Secondary, Balwyn High, Box Hill High, Trinity Grammar, Fintona, Camberwell Girls Grammar,Ivanhoe Girls Grammar, Camberwell Grammar, Melbourne High, MacRoberson High, St Kevin’s College, OLMC, PLC, MLC, Kew High, etc).

4. How much homework are students expected to do after the tuition each week?
It is often necessary to keep practising in order to consolidate the skills, so students will need to take some work home after each session, such as a worksheet or a practice test or SAC, etc. The homework can take at least 1.5hrs to finish.

5. What do I do if I wish to discontinue with the Program?
Student can discontinue with the Program at any time, and the rest of the fees which has been paid will be refunded. For example, if the student has paid $275 for five sessions and wants to discontinue after two sessions, $165 will be refunded after deducting $110 for the two sessions she/he attended.
